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Turning a femisphere (AKA odd wobbler)

A femisphere is a solid object with one surface, 2 edges, and 4 vertices.

Google “how to turn hemisphere”  and in “videos" you will see references to:

1. Drew Shelton – uses double-stick tape to hold the two halves together.

2. Eddie Castelin - also uses double-stick tape to hold the 2 halves together.

3. Mike  Salemi – uses hot melt glue to hold the 2 halves together.

Scroll down a bit and you should find a reference to:

“Turning an odd wobbler - Geiger's solution" - here is an 8 page PDF by Don Geiger

describing his solution to turning a femmisphere or odd wobbler.  Don uses hot melt glue to hold the two halves together.

I prefer Titebond glue (used on the ends of the pieces) to hot melt glue and I also use a tenon.  This works well for me.
